	The enterprises in the Republic of Bulgaria, which meet legally set criteria, are to prepare and present their annual financial statements on the basis of the International Accounting Standards (IAS). Although their number is small these are predominantly large enterprises and the tax revenues generated from them are of key importance to the state budget. Having in mind that the IAS-based financial result serves as a basis for the corporate tax assessment, a comprehensive training in IAS is needed. It is desirable that the training covers mainly those concepts in the standards, which have direct influence on enterprises’ financial result, in view of their correct and precise application. This would enable avoiding different accounting treatments or, respectively, their impact on the financial results of the enterprises, which on their part lead to different tax effects accumulated in the state budget.
